Assignment II Revision

Required texts:  Three (3) texts; one of which has to be an analyzed speech. Other 2 can either be Haidt, Orwell, or Tannen. 

Due: Monday, October 29. Bring your draft + my comments + the revision

In your six-page revision, you will need to rethink, refine, and develop your ideas about how persuasion can and should work.  In addition to using my comments, your peers’ comments, and your pre/post-drafts, you’ll need to also use the following list of tasks to help you achieve the required ‘rethinking, refining and developing’ being asked of you in this revision.  Although the tasks have been categorized, they are not isolated moves (i.e., if you change your claim, you may need to replace a quote you used in the draft because it doesn’t support your new claim).


A.     Claim Work
§  Arguing for a claim that is stronger, clearer, more unique, and/or more complex. 

B.     Anecdotal Work
§  Creating a stronger anecdote than the one you used in your draft
§  Refocusing and altering your anecdote so that it is more purposeful and powerful 

C.     Source/Quote Work
§  Return to the source you used the least, locate concepts/quotes from that source that can now be meaningfully used in your scholarly conversation.
§  Make fuller use of the quotations you had in your draft by thinking more complexly about the ways in which your claim on the function of language relates to the ideas in the source materials.  This means clearly explaining the quote, further analyzing its significance and drawing connections back to your claim.  
§  Select different (better, more useful) quotations than those you had in your draft.  Again, this means clearly explaining the quote, analyzing its significance and drawing connections back to your claim.  

D.     Structural Work
§  Adjusting the delivery of your logic.  In other words, focusing on the unification of paragraphs, reordering sections of your paper, and integrating all of your sources in a more thoughtful and purposeful way that considers your reader.  Do not simply try the tacked-on-to-the-end-of-my-draft type of inclusion.  That is called “adding,” not “revising.”
§  Removing support, paragraphs or entire sections that are now unhelpful, irrelevant or difficult to connect to your claim in some way.
