Places where you don’t feel like you are making sense, there doesn’t seem to be evidence,  where the structure of the paper does not make sense, or where you are summarizing for no reason. Mark these places with a 3. Now, pick 2 and explain why you are going to cut these parts or how you might rewrite them to make them better.
